	Reflections

	October
	It’s been awhile since we have met together as a team and been able to upskill the students. One of the main issues is finding time to do this as Fridays seem to have other moments creep up and the tekkie team misses out. Have discussed with Louise the possibility of taking time in the afternoons to really focus on upskilling Tekkie team/ staff and any other interested parties i.e. parents, other children. So this term I am able to leave Tui with Gina and use these times to work with tekkie team as a whole group or individually and also to follow up on the Senco mahi. The students have, last term had a look at narrating photostories (Amethyst, Xavier and Te Moa), this was hampered by the fact that the computer in the teachers resource room will not record (doesn’t have the capabilities) so will need to be upgraded in the future. So we used my lap top to record and this worked well. I had purchased my own headphones with mike only at that time and this worked well. Since then I have purchased one headphone with mike per class for other classes to utilise for narrating and for future podcasting. 

Last term I had set up the mimio in my room and given one to Hellen to explore in Pukeko, Noelene the mimio trainer came to show us how to get started – great time! So we were both able to make use of the mimio and would need a data projector to use daily. Two incidents happened, I had not locked a data projector away and it got  stolen from my desk (at the same time Elaine’s laptop got taken from her room), that was a great big disappointment especially as every other day I had locked it away. The second problem was that on my whiteboard someone had dripped some liquid and have permanently stained the whiteboard. This had made it very difficult to use as when you write on it, it won’t wipe off easily. When I set up the mimio this became troublesome and hoha as the markings would affect the mimio pen. So having to set up the mimio and data projector and then having to lock them away at 3 everyday was not conducive to having a mimio and data projector set up in the class permanently – these are real issues that each class will face until we come up with a good strategy plan. Noelene has been booked to return term 4 and take us through some more mimio training, meanwhile we are to practise using it.Last term I also visited Coley St with Tina to check out ICT in the junior classrooms, there I saw the juniors using the mimio in their literacy programmes, interacting with the mimio and using a literacy site – this is what I would like to see being available in our school at some stage. 

This week I have set up the mimio and data projector in the whānau room and have advertised to the school to come in and have a play with the mimio. Staff, students and tekkie team have had a play, I will also try to expose it to other class groups i.e all year 4, 5, 6 etc. What I need to set up is an internet connection in the whānau room so that the students can use the mimio to interact with websites as well.
