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All staff are feeling a lot more comfortable and confident with the new iMac computers. Staff are seeing the many benefits that these iMacs bring to the classrooms. These benefits are centered mainly around the multimedia capabilities of the computers. I have personally witnessed one staff member using their iMac to video record their students singing via the Interactive Whiteboard (IWB) and then making this video clip available for all staff to access via the school server. I am seeking to use a recently purchased video recorder and microphone in my class as there are students who would like to explore the possibility of creating a news clip in their topic work. 

During the last holidays, Tina asked a friend to come into school to help staff with the new iMacs. Staff were very positive towards this and found this few hours invaluable. Tina can approach this person again later in the year if staff feel they need to. 

Anaru and Ani attended an Interactive Whiteboard conference at Flaxmere Primary School earlier in the year and this proved to be very worthwhile and valuable, especially in helping staff to further their confidence in using the IWBs in their classrooms. 

Overall staff are becoming increasingly confident using both the IWBs and class computers more effectively in class. I have been attending the ICT cluster meetings at Coley Street and this has provided myself with new pedagogical knowledge that I have brought back to staff around implementing ICT effectively in class. I have been including an ICT component into every Learning Circle with the purpose of showing staff new and effective ways of using ICT in their classroom on a regular basis.

All students are having purposeful access to computers in the class to aid in their learning and to further develop their thinking skills. At the moment Rebecca and myself are discussing ways in which her class can have regular access to the IWB in Room 2, with this to begin in term 3. 
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
