Introduction:

Every year in term 4, all students of Foxton Primary School will create and present a visual account of their year’s learning to family and friends. This presentation will provide a snapshot of each students learning throughout their year and will be created using Microsoft PowerPoint. Each teacher is to use the template saved on the shared teachers folder on the server as an example for each student, either the Junior Learning Journey Template or the Senior Learning Journey Template. Each teacher is responsible for ensuring that each child in their class creates the presentation and is prepared to the best of the student’s ability to present their learning journey to family and friends. While it is expected that each teacher is responsible for their student’s presentation, each teacher needs to be pro-active in raising any technical issues they are experiencing in their class with the ICT lead teacher.  Encourage students to include photos into their PowerPoint presentations. 

Rationale:

This initiative provides students with an authentic and real opportunity to share their learning journey and their educational experiences with whanau and friends. It also provides students the opportunity to develop their oral language skills as well as their ICT knowledge and skills too.

Teachers need to ensure that any ICT issues are recorded into Edtech’s work log located in office. If presentations continue past 5.30pm, the school will provide diner for teachers required to work past this time.
